1. Am I eligible for your services?  If 
you are the plaintiff in a lawsuit 
involving personal injury, medical 
malpractice, product liability, breach 
of contract, negligence, workersÕ 
compensation, civil rights, legal 
malpractice, class action, 
construction negligence, or more; 
and if you are represented by an 
attorney, you may be eligible for a 
lawsuit loan (lawsuit cash advance) 
on your pending settlement.    For a 
more complete list, see Types of 
Cases. 
2. How can I benefit from Kennedy 
Funding lawsuits funding?  Many 
plaintiffs are forced to accept a low 
offer due to the financial hardship 
that many victims experience soon 
after their personal injury.  A lawsuit 



loan (lawsuit cash advance) on your 
settlement will allow your attorney 
the time needed to get the full value 
for your case. 
3. Is good credit necessary?  No, 
the lawsuit cash advance is not 
based on credit history, unless there 
is a pending bankruptcy.   
4. Is this a loan?  No, this is not a 
loan.  It is actually an advance on the 
future value of your case.  Unlike a 
loan, if you lose your case you owe 
nothing in return. 
5. Why is this NOT A LOAN?

6. Do I owe any up front out-of-
pocket fees or costs?

permitted to assist clients financially, 
but they are allowed to assist in 
seeking third-party financing, such 
as plaintiff funding from Easy 
Lawsuit Funding. 
  
You can apply for kennedy funding, 
lawsuit funding without consulting 
your lawyer first.  However your 
attorney plays an important role in 
getting your lawsuit loan (lawsuit 
cash advance). 
Attorneys are typically eager to help 
a client obtain plaintiff lawsuit 
funding because it may mean that a 
long legal proceeding wonÕt end with 
the client having no choice other 
than to accept a low settlement offer.

Accidents are a daily occurrence 
today, often resulting in personal 



injury and property damage, as well 
as loss of wages for individuals and 
loss of sales revenue for businesses.
